This exercise is designed to explore the images presented in the book 

Metamorphosis – adapted by Peter Kuper

Step1

Read: 

1. Example: An image can be used to represent a concept that is in the text or it can be used to enhance a particular point made by the author.

2. Evidence: A visual can be used to add further information to a scene. 

3. Expression: An image can be used to express feelings. They can be used to make overt statements or ironic commentary on a situation or statement.

· Look at the excerpts from the graphic novel and choose one to focus on.
Answer the following questions:

1. Which of the three E’s is evident on this page – if there is more than one, which is the one that seems to be the most important or influential?

2. What is the author trying to do with the images they use in the scene?

3. What other images could have been used in instead of those used in the scene?

4. What do they add or subtract from the scene? Do these images add to your understanding of the text ?

Exploring Further

Other titles that could be useful: 
Maus, by Art Spiegelman, has been used extensively to discuss issues surrounding the Holocaust. In the book, the author recreates the holocaust using cats as Nazi soldiers and Jewish people are depicted as mice.

Pedro and me by Judd Winnick concerns the story of an AIDS educator who took part in a television programme in the US and met a cartoonist who told the story of his experience with the disease.

Fax from Sarejevo by Joe Kubert focuses on the war in Yugoslavia through correspondence from behind the Bosnian war lines by Kubert's friend and business associate, Ervin Rustemagic.
Persepolis by Marjane Satrapi is a memoir about growing up Iran during the Islamic Revolution and covers her life between the ages of 6 and 14. 

Pride of Bagdad by Brian K. Vaughan tells the story of the war in Iraq using a pride of lions as the protagonists in this story of personal relationships in the dangerous context of war.
Safe area Goržade: The War in Eastern Bosnia 1992-95 by Joe Sacco. This book chronicles the story of the residents of this village in Bosnia and through personal testimonies reveals the human cost of war.
One Bad Rat by Bryan Talbot tells the story of a runaway who escapes from her sexually abuse father and negligent mother and her success in achieving independence and strength through her experiences.
